3: On completion of the planned actions or relevant part thereof, the Trust expects the awardee will provide a summary of measurable results/outputs and outcomes, both hard and soft. For example, we would like to know how many events you hold, how many volunteers were involved and how many volunteer days were spent on the project. We request this information as it helps us evaluate value for money.
4: The Trust has allocated an award in the full expectation that the funds will be spent only on the activities as described in the application. Please note that any variation from this, unless agreed by the Trust in advance, may result in the withdrawal of the award. 

5: The Trust has given the award in the full expectation that the Tarka Country Trust, its funders and the Community Biodiversity Awards, are explicitly mentioned in any press release and further expects the Tarka Trust logo to be included in any written documents created to support the initiative.
